HAVE YOU EVOLVED?   GET INVOLVED!  
 

After Christmas, the liturgical year continues with Ordinary 
Time. During Ordinary time leading to Easter, the Gospel 
readings describe how Jesus evolves from infant child to  
miracle worker, teacher, servant, prophet, messiah. Water is 
turned into wine, lepers are cured, the blind can see, He 
spoke out against tax collectors and hypocrites, taught His 
disciples how to pray, espouses almsgiving and forgiveness, 
describes Beatitudes and "bad-attitudes", and being good 
stewards of His flock. 
 

Like Jesus, we are expected to evolve. If you are reading this, 
the assumption is that you just attended Mass, and is one who 
hopes to evolve into someone more Christ-like. How can we 
evolve into the best version of ourself? 
 

Here are a couple of suggestions: 
 

TIME—Give time to God for prayer, taking time to listen.  
From infancy, we were taught to pray.  I remember my mom 
teaching me.  My first prayers were to the Angel of God,     
followed by the Our Father, Hail Mary, Glory Be, etc...  Prayer 
should be a life-long practice.  Pray to give thanks for gifts 
given, forgiveness for sins and failings, for grace and mercy, 
guidance for what kind of person to be, for loved ones         
especially the sick and dearly departed.  Find a quiet place 
during a quiet time - before bedtime, first thing in the morning, 
every day.  Attend mass and celebrate the sacrament of the 
Eucharist every Sunday, if not daily.  Participate in the           
travelling Madonna, or Adoration Tuesdays.  Go to confession 
on Saturdays. 
 

TALENT—Each of us has a talent to share. Your talent may 
not be in singing, or speaking in front of crowds, but you can 
still help with the liturgy being an Eucharistic minister, usher, 
greeter, or altar server.  Your talent may not be in cooking, but 
you can still help with the Men's Club Chili-Cookoff or        
Pancake Breakfast by being a server, busser, dishwasher. 
Likewise the Women's Club, Sociedad Tonantzin, Youth 
Group - they need hands to help with all kinds of tasks.  Our 
most pressing need is always with Faith Formation and      
Catechesis.  If you like working with children, and want to 
share your faith, please consider this ministry. 
 

TREASURE—Almsgiving.  Jesus taught us "When you give 
alms, do not blow a trumpet before you...do not let your left 
hand know what your right hand is doing, so that your            
almsgiving may be secret.  And your Father who sees in    
secret will repay you" (Matthew 6:16-18).  It's your personal 
choice, your secret with God - I'm not going to tell anyone 
what to give.  You know how much you can SACRIFICE.   
Besides funds, please remember material goods can be     
donated for the rummage sale during May.  Find your hidden 
treasures in the basement, attic, shed, etc...so others can put 
them to good use.
