For Parents (prior to confirming Baptism date) 
 
Submit a Baptism Registration Form and  

Birth Certificate  
Baptism Registration forms can be picked up at the 

rectory or printed from our website: 
www.stdismasparish.net (Sacraments tab).  Forms 
can be mailed in or dropped off at the rectory dur-
ing normal business hours. 

 
Attend a Baptismal Prep Session – check with the 

rectory or website for available session dates.  
Generally prep sessions are held once a month on 
a Tuesday evening at 7:00 p.m. 

 
Stipend of $50 due at the time the registration 

form is submitted. 
 
Baptism dates are pre-scheduled throughout the year, 

generally once a month on a Saturday at 3:00 p.m.   
Baptism dates are confirmed after the Baptis-
mal Prep Session has been attended and all 
other requirements are met. 

 
Actively participate in Sunday Mass. 
 
If you are currently not a member at any parish, we 

invite you to register.  Registration forms are 
available on our website, church vestibule turn-
stiles, and at the rectory.

 STEWARDSHIP  

Hunter Hall (HH) Project - A Stewardship Success 
 

It has now been a couple of years, so it is out of sight, 
out of mind.  Recall Ryan Center several doors north 
on McAree - after repeated flooding, and a final act of 
vandalism and thievery, it was finally condemned, 
demolished, and all debris removed.  There were strict 
pre-requisites imposed by the Archdiocese on how the 
insurance proceeds could be used.  There were many 
ideas (outdoor pavilion, separate classroom building, 
second floor addition in HH, renovating the rectory 
basement into classroom space) which were eliminat-
ed.   
 

Our chief steward (Fr. Pat), had a severe reaction to 
any project that would cost more than the amount of 
the insurance proceeds.  We will not dip into the 
"rainy day fund" for a capital project addition.  He had 
an even more severe reaction to a project that would 
increase our variable expenses (utilities, maintenance, 
depreciation, etc...).  After considering and reviewing 
many ideas, the project that met all pre-requisites im-
posed by the Archdiocese, and especially Fr. Pat's re-
quirements, will begin construction in July at a pro-
posed cost of $112,000, and hopefully be completed 
in September. 
 

The scope of work includes the following:   
   - Converting the stage in HH into a multi-purpose 
(class / meeting) room while maintaining its function-
ality as a stage.  This includes an accordion-style par-
tition, acoustical ceiling tiles, lighting, and electrical. 
   - Replacement of vinyl tile flooring throughout HH, 
including the kitchen. 
   - Complete repainting of HH. 
   - Replacement of divider curtains with heavier, 
sound absorbing, easier to clean material. 
 

With Fr. Pat's guidelines, and appropriate oversight 
from the PPC, Finance Committee and the parish 
staff, we are utilizing the insurance proceeds from the 
Ryan Center in a meaningful way, and will soon gain 
a more useful space in Hunter Hall without increasing 
our ongoing expenses.  This is good stewardship in 
action!
